School-based apprenticeship or
traineeship

gives you skills in a vocation or trade and allows
you to earn money while you're still at school. A
school-based apprenticeship or traineeship also
contributes credits towards your Queensland
Certificate of Education (QCE).

After selecting the industry you are interested

in and talking with your school and parents/
guardians, your next step is to secure employment
as an apprentice or trainee. An employer can

be found through family and friends, by directly
contacting employers and group training
organisations, or by applying for advertised jobs.
